For over 1500 years agriculture was the basis of the parish’s economy. Our display in-
cludes a history of farming over the centuries, the different types of farming - arable,
dairy, fruit and today alpaca - that has characterised the parish through this time, as well
as forestry and glassmaking which was often a sideline for medieval yeoman farmers.

Also featured will be the story of Carter Brothers,
the agricultural engineers and contractors based
in Newpound, and the work of country craftsmen
such as the blacksmiths and the wheelwrights.

There will also be artefacts connected to farming,
a “guess the object” and “name the crop” to E
challenge your knowledge, and the opportunity
to join the society if you are interested in the ==
history of Wisborough Green.
